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Enrolment information and conditions

Please refer to information published in fibreline and on the website for workshop topics, tutors, dates, times, venue
and cost, including any materials fee.

Workshop Costs: These will vary for each workshop, due to duration, tutor’'s experience, travel and accommodation
requirements, workshop venue and organisational cost. Every effort is made to provide quality workshops at
reasonable cost.

Generally workshop places are allocated in order of receipt of completed enrolment form together with deposit. In
some instances a ballot may be held — see workshop details if this applies.

Non-members may attend ATASDA workshops. A higher cost applies. Non-members are encouraged to join
ATASDA — note application and payment must be made separately from workshop enrolment. Non-members will
not be included in any ballot for workshop places.

ATASDA volunteers may take photographs during the workshop for use in ATASDA promotional material. If you do
not wish to be photographed please advise the workshop helper at sign-in. Some tutors do not allow photography
by participants — please check with the workshop helper.

Workshops are held in Brisbane and Sydney. Review workshop details for venue and times. Please allow sufficient
time prior to a workshop to assist with setup. All participants are expected to assist with cleaning up at the end of
the workshop.

Bookings must be accompanied by a non-refundable deposit of $30 for each day of the workshop. The remainder
of the payment is due four (4) weeks prior to the workshop. You will receive confirmation and a requirements list
once your payment has been received in full.

In the event of a workshop cancellation by ATASDA all fees will be refunded, including the deposit. In the event of
a student cancellation more than four (4) weeks prior to the workshop, any fees paid minus the non-refundable
deposit will be refunded. In the event of a student cancellation less than four (4) weeks prior to the start of the
workshop, no fees will be refunded. The Branch Committee will consider a written application made within one
month of a cancellation and a partial refund may be given in extenuating circumstances.

It is the responsibility of the individual student to provide any personal protective and/or safety equipment required
during the workshop, eg safety glasses, facemask, gloves. See workshop requirements list for additional items.

Students must ensure that the workshop co-ordinator is advised in advance of any special needs, eg wheelchair
access.
